1. Opening Prayers

· The meeting commenced at 1:00pm with an opening prayer by Mr. Jide Anubi. 
2. ISI Song
· Was sung by all present. 
3. Introduction of those present

· All present introduced themselves. 
· The foundation students were given special recognition and they introduced themselves first. 
· They are:
· Chief Bisade Biobaku

· Dr. Enitan Idowu

· Mr. Jaiye Doherty

4. Review and Update of ISI Alumni Progress
· Mr. Tive Ekpere welcomed everybody to the General meeting and said he was very happy to see all present. He appreciated all present for taking time out to come and he acknowledged that the turnout was very encouraging. 
· Mr. Tive Ekpere stated how this present ISI Alumni drive was initiated in February 2012 to put together a viable association. He mentioned that different meetings had been held all over the world which laid the foundation for different chapters in Ibadan, Lagos, Abuja, UK and USA. He emphasized that this meeting is a General meeting.
· Mr. Tive Ekpere said we need to put a structure in place that would remain beyond the ISI 50th anniversary. The ISI constitution will serve as a tool for the general working of the Alumni and it was put together by ex-ISI from all over the world over a period of six months.
· He gave a brief update on the website and also an update on the 50th Anniversary planning Team
· Mr. Tive Ekpere recognized and commended Dr. Enitan Idowu, Motun Oyelola-Ige and Gbenga Osonubi for coming all the way from Ibadan for the meeting. 
5. Adoption of Constitution and Alumni registration Committee
· Mr. Tive Ekpere mentioned that we need the constitution adopted to register the Alumni and present the organization as a credible association to the world. 
· Mr. Tive Ekpere read the resolutions from the UK, US and Abuja chapters concerning the constitution. 

· Dr. Femi Williams who coordinates the UK chapter summed up the position of the UK thus….”We hope the remaining contentious/or the need for clearer explanation on issues can be resolved today so we can ratify the constitution asap , because if we ratify it and there are still contentions it will be difficult to change in the future and it will slow things down .I wish we can put something in place that will make amendments to the constitution easy in the future even after ratification because we are a new association and things will evolve and crop up that might require us to amend the constitution”.
· Mr. Jason Inanga representing North America presented the consensus of the chapter as “We are going to embark on a drive to reach out to many of the Ex-ISIWe are going to embark on a drive to reach out to many of the Ex-ISIWe are adopting the draft constitution and will recommend Ammendments as we progresswe are adopting the draft constitution and will recommend amendments as we progress”
·  Mrs. Motun Oyelola-Ige, the Coordinator for the Ibadan Chapter appreciated how much time and effort was put into the constitution led by Mr. Tani Molajo. She said that the Ibadan chapter adopted the constitution. 
· Mr. Tive Ekpere mentioned that there are two main areas of contention. These are; where the Alumni headquarters would be located and what qualifies an individual to be an ISI Alumni. 
· The Abuja chapter through their coordinator, Silva Imal sent in the following statement. “We the members of INTERNATIONAL SCHOOL, IBADAN ALUMNI, ABUJA CHAPTER, hereby consent to the adoption of THE DRAFT CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS OF THE INCORPORATED TRUSTEES OF THE INTERNATIONAL SCHOOL, IBADAN ALUMNI ASSOCIATION- FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF NIGERIA COMPANIES AND ALLIED MATTERS ACT (CAP 59, LFN, 1990) 0F 27TH NOVEMBER 2012, put together by the Constitution Committee chaired by Tani Molajo (SAN)”
· Dr. Mudiame Giwa-Osagie mentioned that he was not aware that the adoption of the constitution was on the agenda of the meeting. He said it is important that we continue to get together and continue to think about the way forward especially with the contention issues. He asked that we shelve the adoption of the constitution and get the 50th Anniversary going. He said that although he was not ready to play an executive role but we need to have tight control in certain areas like finance. He said it’s important that there is transparency.

· Dr. Mudiame Giwa-Osagie further said that we need to continue to promote the International status of the Alumni. 

· Mr. Jide Anubi mentioned that he was part of the first meeting at the Beecroft’s residence and one of the things mentioned at the meeting was that we as ex-ISI should continue to do things well. He said that since the constitution was put out late last year, all should have read it. He reiterated that we should adopt the constitution quickly to as to get the Alumni registered with the CAC. He mentioned that we should adopt to save time and that the chair of the committee was Mr. Tani Molajo, a SAN (Senior Advocate of Nigeria). He said we need to continue to move progressively and not slow down the pace of progress. 

· Mr. Tani Molajo said he shares the view that the constitution should be adopted but that Dr. Mudiame Giwa-Osagie was not aware that the motion to adopt the constitution would be adopted today. He mentioned that the agenda should from today be circulated before each meeting so that if anybody has an objection, he or she should be allowed to voice their objection to the agenda. 
· Mrs. Gbemi Soyemi-Beecroft said that she is satisfied with the constitution even though it might not be perfect. She said she didn’t get the final draft but with all the revisions she has been receiving, she is happy with it. She said that she has been a part of the constitution committee and that the committee has moved for it to be adopted.
· It was mentioned that Dr. Mudiame Giwa-Osagie was part of the constitutional Committee. 
· Mrs. Gbemi Soyemi-Beecroft said that concerning one of the contention issues which is the location of the headquarters; the headquarters can be virtual. She said more issues might come up as we progress with the Alumni creation. She emphasized that as the head of the 50th Anniversary fund raising team, she cannot source for funds since the Alumni is not registered.

· Dr. Mudiame Giwa-Osagie said that concerning the Alumni, that there should be one fundamental structure, regional structures and a supervisory board. 

· Mr. Demola Ogunfolu said that we need to move forward with the adoption and that other issues can be resolved later.

· Mr. Frank Ozomah said that the Kofo-Abayomi group had a meeting on Tuesday and that several things were discussed. He said that he has not seen the constitution. He said since a meeting was called and in order to move ahead, we need to see the constitution. 
· Mr. Ayo Onajide said that since we have an issue here that we should be able to see the constitution. 
· The constitution was made available to all who wanted to see it.
· Mr. Tive Ekpere clarified that the constitution was circulated electronically to everyone in the database and through the different chapter representatives in November 2012. A copy was also placed on the ISI Facebook page for comments and reviews. Feedback and or objections were expected but none was received up on till this meeting date. 
· Mrs. Gbemi Soyemi-Beecroft said we cannot wait indefinitely for all to see the constitution before adoption. 
· Mrs. Bisi Sulu-Olumide said that we cannot force people to be interested in reading and going through the constitution. 
· Mrs. Annette Fisher said that although she has not seen the constitution, she agreed with the consensus to move ahead with the adoption. She said that we should not re-invent the wheel as it is standard practice that when reviews for a document are sought, there is a time frame for this and once the time frame has elapsed and no further suggestions or reviews, it is adopted. 

· Dr. Enitan Idowu implored the house to adopt the document in order to proceed with the tasks ahead.

· Mr. Jaiye Doherty said that any contentions should be sent back to the committee for review at a later date after adoption.

· Mr. Ladi Okuboyejo said that most people will still not read the constitution.

· Mrs. Funmi Omitowoju said that lessons have been learnt but we need to make progress. She agreed that the agenda of each meeting should be sent before each meeting. She mentioned that we should attend each meeting and look forward to a pleasant outing. 

· Mr. Tani Molajo moved the motion to bring the discussion of the constitution to a close. He said ample time had been given for a feedback from all. He said that whatever needed to be corrected will be done and that even after adoption, we can still review the constitution. He said that what is inside the document is not cast in stone and can be changed. 

· 28 people voted in favor of the adoption while 0 voted against and 12 abstained. Majority voted in favor of adoption. The minutes of this meeting will be sent to the CAC to emphasize that the constitution was adopted by a majority for onward registration of the Alumni. 

6. Fundraising Team
· Headed by Mrs. Gbemi Soyemi-Beecroft and assisted by Dr. Enitan Idowu. They will build a team to assist in sourcing for funds needed for projects to be embarked upon for the ISI 50th Anniversary.
7. Nomination of Trustees
· Mr. Tive Ekpere said that we need individuals who have the time to be on this board of trustees.
· Mr. Tive Ekpere said that consideration should be given to representative of the different chapters. 
· Mrs. Motun Oyelola-Ige mentioned that the trustees should be physically resident in Nigeria in order to carry out their duties e.g. signing of cheques etc. 

· Mrs. Annette Fisher agreed with her that they should be on ground.

· Mr. Kunle Ogunbayo asked the house how and when the trustees should be chosen
· Mr. Tani Molajo informed the house that the trustees are normally chosen at the first meeting of any Alumni.

· Mr. Femi Aisida mentioned that there should be one person from each of the regional chapters all over the world e.g. UK, USA, Asia etc.
· It was mentioned that this present trustees are just a representation so as to register the Alumni. They can be changed after registration with different individuals representing regions all over the world.
· Mr. Bayo Banjo said that the trustees should be individuals who command respect when they go about their duties and that they should also be individuals who can bring in direction and order.

· The following were chosen as interim trustees
i. Dr. Enitan Idowu

ii. Mr. Jaiye Doherty

iii. Mrs. Gbemi Beecroft
iv. Mr. Tani Molajo

v. Mr. Dayo Johnson

· The number was purposely chosen as an odd number.

8. Update on Alumni website
· Mr. Tive Ekpere said the ISI Alumni website has been built and that it will be an interactive site like Facebook. Members will be notified when it goes live
· Presently the site is down but there is an on-going development to restore and put it back online.

· He mentioned that we have had a lot of ex-ISI subscribing to the site when it first went live.

· This Alumni website will be able to allow us share photographs and video among other forms of interaction. Different committees can give updates, have their meetings online and put minutes of their meetings on the site.

· This will be the main mode of interaction for the entire alumni movement as most people are not on Facebook.

· There have been meetings online and suggestions and ideas have been built into a skeletal framework for the anniversary.

· The planning team is still open to all other Ex-ISI who want to serve on the planning team.

· Mr. Tive Ekpere said that the planning proposed the theme,  “BRING BACK THE GLORY’ for the 50th anniversary celebrations
· Dr. Enitan Idowu said that the standard of the school had gone down. She said that she started with the school at inception as a student and she also taught in the school as a teacher. As a teacher, the standard was not good as when she was a student and that at this present moment, the situation is worse. 
· Mrs. Funmi Omitowoju asked what we need to do to restore the school to its past glory. She said the Alumni needs to be positioned to be able to influence the choice and standard of teachers who will be teaching at the school. 

· Mr. Gbenga Osonubi said that the structures in ISI have been painted and renovated recently.

· Chief Bisade Biobaku mentioned that he and Dr. Enitan Idowu are on the board of Trustees of ISI. He said we should focus on what we can do to restore ISI back to its glory. He stated that the ISI principal requested that an auditorium be built for the school.
· Mr. Tive Ekpere proceeded to address some of the issues raised. 

· The house said that they are ok with the theme.

· Mr. Tive Ekpere mentioned and listed all the various units within the anniversary committee and still asked for others to join. He said anyone is open to join any of the units. 

· Mr. Tive Ekpere read the prosed framework for the 50th Anniversary celebrations and he said it will be sent to all.

· Mr. Kunle Ogunbayo asked for more details concerning the framework and Tive reiterated that the document will be sent to all.
· Mr. Demola Ogunfolu revealed he was in touch with an ex-ISI who is a seasoned Event Planner by name Mrs. Yewande Zacheus. He asked the Anniversary planning team to involve her in the plans going forward or even make her part of the planning team as she is keen to assist with the execution of the plans

· The house was in agreement with this suggestion.
· Mrs. Motun Oyelola-Ige gave an update on the Auditorium that the school requested to be built. She said the school wants a 2000 seater auditorium and they want it to be built on the left side of the school drive coming into the school. She said that she went to the company called Design Group who actually did the original drawings and designs of the school before it was built and constructed. She said that in 1984, the company actually came up with a design of a 600 seater auditorium for the school but nothing was done. She showed the house the actual drawings for the 1984 design. 
· It was mentioned that the school has a student population of 1490 with staff of 250 teachers

· Mr. Femi Aisida and Mrs. Funmi Omitowoju asked if the school had any Internet connectivity in the school.  They mentioned this as a means of easing the learning process as applications can be installed to make for online learning and access to e-library materials. Mr. Tive Ekpere mentioned that an alumnae is building a website for the school but the URL has to be routed through the University of Ibadan IT system
· This led Mr. Kunle Ogunbayo to state that there are 3 stakeholders in the school and there might be a conflict of interest between UI and the others. He said UI might be upset because of the ‘Bring Back the Glory’ theme. Essentially we are saying the school has lost its shine/glory and they might dispute this. The 3 are:
1. Univ. of Ibadan (UI)

2. Parents Teachers Association (PTA)

3. ISI Alumni
· Dr. Idowu said that in the last 6 years, University of Ibadan takes money from the tuition fees of the school and that ISI has become a money making venture. She mentioned that UI does not give the school sufficient funds anymore and the alumni will need to generate sufficient funds for anything it wants to do.
· Mrs. Annette Fisher asked about the maintenance of the school infrastructure. She asked how good are the structures at this present time?

· Several members were opposed to the idea of building an auditorium and that efforts should be geared towards restoring the high standard ISI was known for.
· Mrs. Gbemi Soyemi-Beecroft said that the West African School-Leaving Council (WASC) requires that all secondary schools have a hall in order to sit for its exams.

· Mrs. Funmi Omitowoju said the alumni association should set up an endowment fund.

· It was mentioned that once the ISI PTA and ISI Alumni are one in agreement, they can dictate the pace of progress but for now, UI holds the ‘cards’

· Mr. Bayo Banjo said that we should restore the school back to a state whereby we can send our children and grand-children to the school for their education. He said we must suggest ideas that focus on this.

· Mr. Femi Aisida again mentioned the Internet connectivity for the school to enhance the students learning process. He mentioned a lot of resources that the school could use on the internet. He said the planning committee can look into the Internet requirements of the school. He mentioned www.academy.com website. He asked all of us to look at it and use it for our children’s learning as well. He said this could be one way of restoring ISI back to its past glory. 
· Mrs. Gbemi Soyemi-Beecroft said that the English language spoken in the school needs to be improved. She said that maybe it’s due to the quality of the teachers. The dress code of the teachers also needs to be addressed.

· Mr. Eyo Ani mentioned what his other former school; St. Gregory Alumni did for the school. He said the alumni put up modern structures for that school.
· Mrs. Bisi Sulu-Olumide asked if the school really needs any new infrastructure.

· Mr. Tani Molajo asked if we really need an auditorium/ hall.
· Mr. Wole Shotire said the cost for the hall needs to be known.

· The house voted on the hall build. The votes were 15 against and 12 for. The hall project was therefore stepped down.
· Mr. Kunle Ogunbayo asked that we renovate and improve on the existing school infrastructure.

· Mr. Frank Ozomah said the Alumni association needs to have Short, Mid and Long term plans for the school.

· Mrs. Funmi Omitowoju asked to know how the School Principals are appointed. She asked that we need to have a voice so that we can to able to change a few things. The ISI Alumni must be an agent of change within the school and this will not happen overnight but needs time.  
10. Financial Report
· Mr. Yemi Soyibo went through the financials.

· The house asked that he sends the financial to all.

11. Any Other Business (AOB)
· Mr. Tive Ekpere asked for volunteers to other interim officer positions

· Mrs. Funmi Omitowoju volunteered to be the Treasurer

· Mr. Akindele Phillips volunteered to be the Financial Secretary

· Mr. Kunle Ogunbayo asked the house to specially thank Mr. Tive Ekpere for his efforts in taking the Alumni thus far. 

12. Next meeting Dates & Venue
· Mr. Tive Ekpere asked for next meeting dates and a volunteer to host us.

· Next meeting dates to be agreed later
