4)  Mr. Ekpere also talked about the creation of a new website for the alumni association. Once the website is completed the alumni will be moved from Facebook to the new site. The website is dynamic and built on a social media platform with voting capabilities. He also said a new website is being built for the school.
5) At the last general meeting in Lagos, pro-tem officers were elected pending time the constitution will be enacted. They are Yomi Soyibo (Secretary), Bode Osunkoya            (Treasurer) and Tive Ekpere (President)
6) Plans are being made to visit the school officially to find out the needs of the school and the forth coming anniversary. But from the previous meeting it was agreed that a general meeting will be held in Ibadan and school visited during regular session.
Talks later shifted to how the Abuja Alumni Chapter can be made vibrant and sustainable. Members were asked to bring up suggestions. It was agreed that the get-togethers should involve fun and entertainment activities. It was also agreed that we can meet at various recreational centers and that spouses and children can be invited.
The next meeting was slated for the 11th of August at TAC continental estate in Life camp. The time is 3pm. There will be a few minutes devoted to serious matters and then fun for the rest of the day

After serious discussions, members availed themselves the use of musical instruments and art work presented by the host – Mr. Daniel. Members also moved outside for a game of basketball while reminiscing on the past and events at ISI.
