	MEET, EAT & DANCE


1. Opening Prayers

· The meeting commenced at 5:00pm with an opening prayer by Mr. Funto Akinkugbe. 
2. Minute Silence for Mrs. Bose Nejo
· A minute of silence was observed for the loss of Mrs. Bose Nejo (Nee Malomo) who died a few weeks ago.
3. ISI Song
· Was sung by all present. 
4. Introduction of those present

· All present introduced themselves. 
5. Review, Feedback and Adoption of Last Meeting Minutes
· Mr. Yemi Soyibo welcomed everybody to the general meeting and asked those present how they got notification of the meeting. Majority said they got a text message on their phones and they then notified others.
· Mr. Yemi Soyibo read the Minutes of the last meeting. All reviewed it.
· Adoption of the minutes was moved by Mr. Michael Imomoh and it was seconded. 
· Mr. Yemi Soyibo again itemized the major steps required in establishing the structure as stated in earlier meetings. 
· Registration: which should cost about N120,000

· Advert placement in two national dailies

· Development of the Alumni Constitution

· An interim Ex-ISI bank account (Zenith Bank) has been opened. He explained that the account will be used to receive contributions from members to finance the Alumni activities. 
· All members present promised to pay their contributions, of a minimum of N5,000, into the account by following Tuesday. 
· Mr. Funto Akinkugbe encouraged members to contribute as only one person had contributed as at the day of the meeting. He noted that financial contributions and commitment of members will be needed to ensure successful running of the body. He also proposed that a monthly contribution of N5,000 be made by members.
· Mrs. Sade Hughes stated the importance of registering the association and that we need to channel all monies to the registration.
· It was suggested at each meeting, copies of minutes of the previous meeting be made available to enable an effective review.
6. Update – ISI Constitution Committee
· Mr. Yemi Soyibo said the draft constitution is presently going through the third reading. Mr. Tani Molajo (SAN) is presently reviewing it for the final time
· Once this is finalized, it will be made available to the General Alumni body all over the world for their comments, input and adoption. 
7. Update on the ISI Alumni Website
· Mr. Yemi Soyibo mentioned that the website is currently under-going some upgrades to serve us better.
· Mr. Michael Imomoh suggested that the website be designed to allow existing sub-groups of the alumni use it to manage their groups and communicate their activities. Sub-groups should also be encouraged to share information on current and past projects carried out in ISI to prevent duplication of projects. It was suggested that an existing website- ‘ISIclassmates’ be explored to get more alumni informed about the movement.
8. Tentative next Meeting Dates & Venue – September 2012
· The next general meeting is proposed for Ibadan during the 49th Anniversary celebrations.
· It was agreed that the Ibadan sub-group be requested to visit the school on behalf of the general house and provide information on the current needs of the school. It was suggested that in the course of the visit, two pressing needs of the school be identified as pioneer projects so that members can know what they are contributing towards. It was also suggested that current members of the S.R.C (Student Representative Council - if the council still exists) should also be consulted to know their needs.
· It was agreed that while the Alumni meets the school, a discussion should be made with the principal to identify the current needs of the school. It was suggested that the visit be made during the foundation week of the school or shortly afterwards. 
· Mr. Wale Salu explained that the communication and interaction with the school will require a subtle approach as ownership and management of the school is currently with the authorities of the University of Ibadan. He emphasized the need for the establishment of a proper structure before such formal interaction is made and also before the 50th Anniversary activities.

· Mr. Funto Akinkugbe noted that a register is maintained by the school which has details of all Ex-Students that had visited the school. He suggested the visiting group get copies of the register as information contained in the book will assist the house reach out to more members.
· Communication between the Pro Tem President, Mr. Tive Ekpere and the principal of the school towards booking an appointment with him 
· It was suggested that other potential venues, that will not cost the forum money, be explored for subsequent meetings.
9.  Any other matter

· Mrs. Biola Ige suggested that an existing sub-group, MED, led by Mr. Dayo Johnson which majorly comprises the earlier generation of Ex-ISI students be met and invited to join the general house. Mr. Yemi Soyibo said that this had already been done and that Mr. Tive Ekpere was present at one of their meeting in April 2012.

· Mrs. Sade Hughes encouraged all present. She emphasized that we should not relent in our efforts to establish a vibrant Alumni. 

· It was also suggested that phone directories of members of the sub-group and other existing sub-groups be requested for inclusion in the database of the general house. This should increase the general awareness of activities of the house.

· Members shared various experiences on the lack of interest and commitment displayed by their invited colleagues. Members agreed that our efforts and commitment was key towards the successful establishment and running of the association. It is a known fact that it is always difficult to drive everyone’s interest at the beginning of great projects as this. It was suggested that all social network platforms be explored to increase awareness. 
· A twitter account was suggested to be opened.
· Mr. Yemi Soyibo encouraged members to view their effort, at the very least, as a price for networking. Mr. Michael Imomoh shared his experience noting that he secured his first job during a visit to one of the meetings of MED sub-group. He was encouraged by the house to share his experience on the website and on Facebook to encourage others to be a part of the movement. 
· In the spirit of this, Mr. Funto Akinkugbe also shared with the house the availability of a short term loan facility (30 days) by Renaissance Capital at a rate of 5%. He encouraged interested members to explore and make use of the facility for their private use.
· Money was contributed by all present for the balance payment for the venue and entertainment.
10.  Closing prayers
· The meeting ended by 6.30pm after a motion for adjournment was moved by Mr. Guy Omene and seconded. 
· Next meeting will be at Ibadan. 
· More details will be provided. 
· All members stayed back after the meeting to Eat, Drink, Dance and network.
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
